opened the eight of hearts and
I decided to play the hand as
safely as possible. I could afford
to lose two heart tricks. I might
not be able to afford cross leads
of hearts and diamonds so 1
played dummy’'s ace of hearts at
trick one and led a low club to-
ward my queen. This method of
play produced an easy ten tricks
and squared the match for us.

While I do not recommend my
hand as an opening bid it certain-
ly worked out well this time. Had
I passed originally Mrs. Johnson
would have opened one club in
third seat. John Gerber would
have overcalled with one heart
and while we might still have
reached three no-trump or five
clubs, we also might have quit at
a part score.
